FR DAVID’S GOSPEL REFLECTION: Last Sunday we began Luke’s journey narrative in which Jesus serves 

as the leader for his first disciples and for us today. In today’s selection from Luke 10 Jesus shows himself to be an 

effective leader. As an effective leader Jesus invites others to participate in his mission. Today’s passage is the 

second missionary discourse in Luke’s Gospel. It portrays Jesus as sending forth his followers to do what he does: 

proclaim God’s kingdom and heal the sick. Jesus situates this mission against the background of a cosmic struggle 

between good and evil in which the war has been won (the fall of Satan) but the battle continues. As a wise leader, 

Jesus knows how to engage others in his cause and so to spread his influence. For those who are willing to follow 

him, Jesus proposes a lifestyle appropriate to the mission. It is simplicity of lifestyle, that is, living with minimal 

concern for personal pleasure and comfort, subordinating them to the carrying forward Jesus’s message and 

mission.
